How to do Fractions
To simplify fractions (or ‘cancel down fraction’):

1) Divide by the same number on the top & the bottom. Keep dividing as far as you can.

To multiply fractions:

1) Multiply the top numbers, multiply the bottom numbers.

2) Simplify, if you can.

To change from a top heavy fraction to mixed numbers:

1) Divide the top number by the bottom number and find the remainder

2) The answer to the division is the whole number, then write the remainder over the original bottom number.

To divide fractions:

1) Turn the second fraction upside down

2) Multiply

3) Simplify, if you can.

To change from mixed numbers to top heavy fractions:

1) Multiply the bottom number by the whole number then add on the top number

2) Write this result over the original bottom number

To find a fraction of:
1) Divide the amount by the bottom number of the fraction

2) Multiply this by the top number of the fraction 
To change from fractions to Percentages:
1) Rewrite the fraction with 100 as the bottom number

2) The new top number is the percentage
To add & subtract fractions:

1) Rewrite both fractions changing the bottom numbers to their lowest common multiple.

2) Add, or subtract, the top numbers only

3) Simplify, if you can
